Purpose

Chapter 1326, Statutes of 1984 transfers, as of January 1, 1986, the unexpended balance of funds in the
California Health Facilities Commission Fund to the General Fund. Special health facility fees collected
but not required to meet current year appropriations shall remain in the General Fund and shall be
available in succeeding years, for accountability purposes, the Department of Finance, with the
concurrence of the State's Controllers Office, established the Health Facilities Licensing Fee Account in
the General Fund.
