Purpose

The primary purpose of the program shall be to fund projects to reduce criteria air pollutants, improve air
quality, and provide funding for research to determine and improve the air quality impacts of alternative
transportation fuels and vehicles, vessels, and equipment technologies.

Vehicle Code section 9261.1 — Beginning July 1, 2008, two dollars and fifty cents ($2.50) of the fee
described in Vehicle Code section 9261 shall be deposited into the Air Quality Improvement Fund.

Vehicle Code section 9853.6 (b)(1) — Beginning July 1, 2008, five dollars ($5) of the fee described in
Vehicle Code section 9853, shall be deposited into the Air Quality Improvement Fund.

Vehicle Code section 9853.6 (b)(2) — Beginning July 1, 2008, ten dollars ($10) of the fee described in
Vehicle Code section 9853, shall be deposited into the Air Quality Improvement Fund.
