Purpose

The authority shall collect fees from each certifying entity for the certification and certification renewal of
each EMT-I and EMT-II in an amount sufficient to support the authority’s central registry program and
the local EMS agency administrative law judge reimbursement program. Separate additional fees may be
charged, at the option of the authority, for services that are not shared by all applicants.

Major Revenue Source

All fees collected for or provided to the authority in a calendar month by an EMT-I or EMT-II certifying
entity pursuant to section 1797.217 shall be transmitted to the authority for deposit into the Emergency
Medical Technician Certification Fund within 30 calendar days following the last day of the calendar
month in which the fees were received by the certifying entity, unless a contract between the certifying
entity and the authority specifies a different timeframe.

Disposition of Fund (upon abolishment)
Pursuant to Government Code section 16346, in the absence of language that identifies a successor fund,
any balance remaining in this fund upon abolishment, shall be transferred to the General Fund.

Excluded — Revenues in this fund are not proceeds of taxes, however, when transferred, may become
proceeds of taxes. These revenues are used to regulate the activities engaged in by the payers and are used
to provide direct services or products to the payers.

Comments/Historical Information

The authority may transfer unused portions of the Emergency Medical Technician Certification Fund to
the Surplus Money Investment Fund. Funds transferred to the Surplus Money Investment Fund shall be
placed in a separate trust account, and shall be available for transfer to the Emergency Medical Technician
Certification Fund, together with interest earned, when requested by the authority.
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
