Excluded—Revenues in this special fund are used to regulate activities engaged by the payers. These
revenues are paid to the federal government by businesses that deal with hazardous materials. Based on
federal law (i.e., the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980
(42 U.S.C. Sec. 9601 et seq.)), the federal government has to return a portion of those revenues to the
State used for clean-up and regulation efforts.
