The Emergency Services and Supplemental Payments Fund was created to receive money from various 

sources, for additional reimbursement of eligible disproportionate share hospitals contracting with the 

State Department of Health Services for the provision of Medi-Cal benefits.

Appropriation Authority 

Section 14085.6 of the Welfare and Institutions code provides that the money in this fund shall be 

available for expenditure by the department, subject to approval through the regular budget process. 

State Appropriations Limit 
Always Excluded—Revenues in this fund are not proceeds of taxes and even after transfer, will never 

become proceeds of taxes because the major revenue source is derived from a Trust and Agency Fund.
