Purpose 

This fund was established to account for the Motor Vehicle Parking Facilities money in the General Fund. 

The funds will be used for the construction, operation, and maintenance of motor vehicle parking 

facilities on real property acquired.

Disposition of Fund (upon abolishment) 

Pursuant to Government Code section 16346, absent language that identifies a successor fund, 

any balance remaining in this fund upon abolishment shall be transferred to the General Fund. 

Appropriation Authority 

Pursuant to Government Code section 14678 revenues shall be deposited in the General Fund and are 

hereby appropriated, without regard to fiscal years, to the Department of General Services.  

State Appropriations Limit 

Excluded—Revenues in this fund are not proceeds of taxes, however, when transferred, may become 

proceeds of taxes.  These revenues, parking fees, are used to provide direct services to the payers. 

Comments/Historical Information 

Chapter 371, Statutes of 1965 created this fund. 

Pursuant to Government Code section 13306, this fund was administratively created to segregate these 

revenues and parking fees.  Government Code section 14678 specifies that any unneeded balances may be 

ordered into the General Fund. 

Pursuant to the Governor’s Reorganization Plan 2, the Administering Agency’s Organization Code 

changed from Org 1760 to Org 7760, effective July 1, 2013.
