Purpose 

The Occupational Lead Poisoning Prevention Account was created to deposit annual fees, interest, and 

penalties collected by the Board of Equalization.  These fees will be used for the operating costs of the 

Occupational Lead Poisoning Prevention Program.

Major Revenue Source 

Annual fees including interest and penalties collected from employers identified as being involved in 

potential lead poisoning occupations. 

Disposition of Fund (upon abolishment) 

Pursuant to Government Code section 16346, absent language that identifies a successor fund, any 

balance remaining in this fund upon abolishment, shall be transferred to the General Fund. 

Appropriation Authority 

Upon appropriation by the Legislature. 

State Appropriations Limit 

Excluded - Revenues in this fund are not proceeds of taxes, however, when transferred, may become 

proceeds of taxes.  These revenues are used to regulate activities engaged in by the payers. 

Comments/Historical Information 

Chapter 798, Statutes of 1991 established this fund in Health & Safety Code section 429.14.   

Chapter 1023, Statutes of 1996 renumbered the Health & Safety Code section to 105190.  

Original Administrative Organization Code 4260 was changed to 4265 due to the Department of Health 

Services splitting into two departments effective July 2007 according to Chapter 241, Statutes of 2007
