Amendment to Budget Bill ltems 1110-001-0735 and 1110-001-0761, Support, Department
of Consumer Affairs

It is requested that ltem 1110-001-0735 be increased by $187,000 to provide resources to allow
the Contractors' State License Board to implement Chapter 744, Statutes of 2002. This bill
requires that all new applicants submit to a criminal fingerprint screening.

It is requested that Item 1110-001-0761 be increased by $229,000 to provide one-time
resources to the Board of Registered Nursing which will allow the Board to respond to litigation
that has been filed against it. This litigation is likely to be precedent-setting, as it would
determine the Board's ability to require out-of-State nursing schools to comply with California
law.
