BILL SUMMARY: Health Care Coverage: Diabetes-Related Complications

Under existing law, the Department of Managed Health Care (DMHC) and the Department of Insurance
(DOI) are responsible for the licensure and regulation of health care service plans and insurers,
respectively.

Existing law requires specified health care service plans contracts and health insurance policies to provide

coverage for certain equipment, supplies, preventive training and education, and medications for the
treatment of diabetes.

This bill would require health care service plan contracts and health insurance policies to provide coverage
for the diagnosis and treatment of diabetes-related complications.

FISCAL SUMMARY

The DMHC and the DOI indicates costs would be minor and absorbable.
COMMENTS
Finance is opposed to this bill for the following reason:

* This bill could conflict with state implementation of national health care reform, which calls for new
and revised products and rates to be developed during 2010. As DMHC notes in their analysis, the
new federal law requires providers to offer enrollees “essential health benefits”. While the federal
law is still being reviewed, “essential health benefits” may eventually be determined to include the
coverage required by this bill.
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
